Regulation 2 :  First LL.B. Passing Standard

1.  To pass in any paper of first LL.B. a candidate has to obtain minimum of 33 Marks seperately.
2.  Aggregate percentage of marks for passing will be 50 percent in Monsoon - Winter semester.
3.  Exemption Provision for First LL.B. is made for a candidate who obtains at least 50 percent in a  subject.
4.  A.T.K.T. Will be given in First LL.B., who fails in not more than TWO subjects in Monsoon-Winter semester. 
5.  Classes for first LL.B. : First class - 65 percent or more, 
  Second class - 50 percent but less than 65 percent.
