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ORDINANCE - 2 : 

No Candidate shall be admitted to either or the First LL.B. (MS / WS) unless he/she has inter alia obtained atleast 45% in the aggregate in the B.A., B.Sc., B.Com. or other qualifying Examination or last higher examination specified under the rules approved by the Bar Council of India.

Regulation - 4 : First LL.B. Passing Standard.

(1)  To pass in any paper of First LL.B., a candidate has to obtain minimum of 33 percent marks separately. 
(2)  Aggregate percentage of marks for passing will be 50 percent in monsoon-winter semester.
(3)  Exemption provision for First LL.B. is made for a candidate who obtains at least 50 percent in a subject. 
(4)  A.T.K.T. will be given in First LL.B., who fails in not more than two subjects in monsoon/winter semester. 
(5)  Class for first LL.B. :-  	First Class     :-  65 percent or more. 
Second Class :- 50 percent of marks but less than 65 percent.
